Interviews are important
Be passionate about it
Demonstrate your skills (e.g. your website, your app, … )
Repositories (e.g. gitHub)

No quick money, hard work, be patient, …
Don’t be satisfied how it is currently done, try to improve things
Not much “devices” required: Internet, cheap computer – you’re done
