descending order of salary.

FROM Staff

ORDER BY salary DESC;

2)  [5.12], PropertyForRent: 
Produce abbreviated list of properties in 

order of property type.

SELECT propertyNo, type, rooms, rent

FROM PropertyForRent

ORDER BY type;

3)  [5.12], PropertyForRent: 
Produce abbreviated list of properties in 

order of property type with the most 

expensive property on top of each type.

SELECT propertyNo, type, rooms, rent

FROM PropertyForRent

ORDER BY type, rent DESC;

4) Study and run the following statement:

SELECT ename, sal + NVL(comm,0) AS total
